
3 M ay. Bistritz .--Left M unich  at 8:35 P.M ., on 1st M ay, arriving at Vie nna e arly ne xt 
m orning; sh ould h ave  arrive d at 6:46, b ut train w as an h our late . Buda-Pe sth  se e m s 
a w onde rful place , from  th e  glim pse  w h ich  I got of it from  th e  train and th e  little  I 
could w alk  th rough  th e  stre e ts. I fe are d to go ve ry far from  th e  station, as w e  h ad 
arrive d late  and w ould start as ne ar th e  corre ct tim e  as possible .I h ad to h urry b re ak -
fast, for th e  train starte d a little  b e fore  e igh t, or rath e r it ough t to h ave  done  so, 
for afte r rush ing to th e  station at 7:30 I h ad to sit in th e  carriage  for m ore  th an an 
h our b e fore  w e  b e gan to m ove .
H aving h ad som e  tim e  at m y disposal w h e n in London, I h ad visite d th e  British  M use -
um , and m ade  se arch  am ong th e  b ook s and m aps in th e  lib rary re garding Transylva-
nia; it h ad struck  m e  th at som e  fore k now le dge  of th e  country could h ardly fail to 
h ave  som e  im portance  in de aling w ith  a noblem an of th at country.
